Chris' radio show The Ape That Got Lucky (BBC Radio 4) won a Sony Radio Academy award in 2006.
Chris' writing credits include Revolver (BBC One), Harry Hill's TV Burp (ITV1), TFI Friday (Channel 4), and he has enjoyed critical acclaim as one third of comedy show The Department (BBC Radio 4). As an author Chris has written Cautionary Tales for Grown-Ups and is currently working on his second book “It Wasn't Me.”
