Dawn Airey joined Central TV as a Management Trainee in 1985. In 1988, she was made Controller of Programme Planning and, as a result, became Central’s representative at the Network Planning Group and Film Clearance and Selection Committees. The following year, she was appointed to the Central Broadcasting Board and became Director of Programme Planning with specific responsibilities for the schedule for both the Daytime Sub-Group and General Election Working Party. 

In April 1993, Dawn was appointed ITV’s Controller of Network Children’s and Daytime Programmes, and in 1994 she joined Channel 4 to become their new Controller of Arts & Entertainment. 

In January 1996, Dawn was appointed Director of Programmes for Channel 5, which went on air on 30 March 1997. In October 2000, she became Chief Executive, a position she held until the end of 2002. In January 2003, she joined BSkyB, where she took on the newly created post of Managing Director, Sky Networks.
