John Stalker was a policeman on the beat in Manchester before transferring to the CID quickly rising to the rank of Detective Superintendent. He was in the Serious Crime Squad, the Bomb Squad and the Drugs Squad. In 1978 he was appointed head of Warwickshire CID - at 38 the youngest Detective Chief Superintendent in the country - later becoming Deputy Chief Constable of the Greater Manchester Police, the biggest police force in the provinces with 10,000 staff and a population of almost three million. Whilst in the force he travelled the world studying terrorism and crime in Europe, the USA and South America. On his return he worked for two years in Northern Ireland. 

He now writes regularly for several newspapers including the Sunday Times, Daily and Sunday Express and The Daily Telegraph. He writes frequent crime features for The Sun and occasionally hosts BBC Radio 2 programmes.

His book STALKER topped the best sellers for many weeks with world-wide sales of over 400,000. 

He appears regularly on GMTV and is an adviser to several TV current affairs programmes. He was a panellist on BBC TV's 'Question Time' and 'Have I Got News for You' and a special guest on the 'Harry Enfield Show'. He prepared and presented a Network First documentary for ITV and for six years he presented the very popular monthly series "CRIMESTALKER" for Central Television. John Stalker also presented the award winning series "INSIDE CRIME" for Carlton Television until 1998 and the 26 part television series The Verdict for Carlton Television. He is a member of a BBC Governers advisory panel.

He frequently visits America, Australia and South Africa lecturing on policing in Britain and he has a private security consultancy business. He is a director of a national PLC in the services sector. He regularly hosts seminars, conferences and product launches for large companies and is a very funny after dinner speaker.

John Stalker is an experienced and successful manager of people and a powerful communicator on motivation and leadership. He is a graduate of the Royal College of Defence Studies and his is a different voice in the world of corporate and management debate.
